Whilst they are in a placement we would expect students to make 
a positive contribution to your organisation and be as fully involved 
as possible.  We would appreciate it if the students could receive a 
programme for their placement either on their arrival or before their 
visit.  This does help them understand the work and your 
organisation.  If you wish to interview the student before they come 
to you for their placement, please indicate on the form.  The 
student will then contact you to arrange a suitable time.
